Due to recent developments, we would like to remind you of the following:

Attention Pet Owners

OHA Pet Policy #7 & SRV IX

It shall be the responsibility and duty of the owner of a pet, to immediately
clean up all fecal droppings of their pet, and dispose of them in a sanitary
way. Disposal should be made in a closed bag and placed in the project
dumpster. Litter boxes shall be cleaned daily of pet waste and litter com-
pletely changed out once per a week. Litter must not be strewn on the
ground or flushed down the toilet, but must be bagged and placed in the
dumpster. If a waste reprimand warning has been given and tenant is non-
compliant, a $5.00 charge per occurrence will be assessed.

OHA Pet Policy #5 & SRV VIII

No pet, at any time, shall be permitted to run loose. Run loose shall be de-

fined as: not being attached to a device which is held by or attached to the

pet owner, or owners designated responsible person, by which that person
can fully control the pets actions.

Therefore, Pet Owners shall keep their pets on a leash at all times on
any housing authority owned property. And, pick up the fecal waste
from your pet after each occurrence. Thank you for your cooperation.

Rolling Hills Pet Owners—We kindly ask that you carry your pet outside. We have had issues of
pets urinating & leaving feces on the carpet which is a health hazard to all.
