2c uncooked egg noodles    1c pepperoni slices 

1# burger      16oz pizza sauce 

1 onion-chopped     4T milk 

2 cloves garlic-minced    1c mozzie cheese-shredded 

    1 md green pepper-chopped 

 

 

Preheat oven to 350. Cook noodles according to package directions. In skillet brown burger with onion, 
garlic and green pepper. Drain. Stir in the noodles, pepperoni, pizza sauce and milk. Pour this mixture 
into a prepared casserole dish. Bake for about 20 minutes, top with cheese and bake for 5 to 10 
minutes more, until cheese is melted and bubbly. You can broil a minute or two if you like your cheese a 
bit brown. You could also add any other of your favorite pizza toppings. 

 

 

Why do we celebrate Flag Day on June 14th? On June 14, 1777 the Continental Con-
gress adopted the resolution that the flag of the United States shall be of thirteen stripes 

of alternate red and white, with a union of thirteen stars of white in a blue field, repre-
senting the new constellation. Both President Wilson, in1916, and President Coolidge, in 
1927, issued proclamations asking for June 14 to be observed as the National Flag Day. 

But it wasn’t until August 3, 1949, that Congress approved the national observance, and 

President Harry Truman signed it into law.
