Parmesan   Chicken   Cutlets 

 

4 chicken breasts-skinless/boneless   3 eggs 

1c flour       2 1/4c panko crumbs-plain or seasoned 

3/4c Parmesan-grated     2T lemon zest 

cooking oil        lemon wedges-for serving 

     salt/pepper to taste 

 

Using a sharp knife, cut chicken in half crosswise, place halves between pieces of plastic 
wrap and put on cutting board. Using a rolling pin, smack each piece a few times until 
each piece is about 1/4” thick. Season both sides with salt and pepper. Put eggs in shal-
low bowl and beat, in another bowl put in the flour. In a third bowl, combine panko, parm, 
lemon zest. Working with one piece at a time, dip chicken into flour, then eggs, and then 
the panko mixture, press firmly to evenly coat. Using a large skillet, heat about two table-
spoons of oil. Add chicken and cook until golden and cooked through, 2 to 3 minutes on 
each side. Place each on a paper towel to drain excess oil. Serve with lemon wedges for 
squeezing, to get even more flavor.
