       TACO PIE 

1 pkg crescent roll dough    1# burger 

1 pkg taco seasoning     1 16 oz sour cream 

8 oz Mexican style cheese-shredded (or favorite)  

1 14 oz bag tortilla chips-crushed 

 

Heat oven to 350 degrees. Lay roll dough flat on bottom 
of greased 9 inch square pan and bake according to directions. In large skillet, 
crumble, brown and drain burger, add the taco seasoning packet and mix well. 
Spoon meat filling onto crust, add a layer of sour cream and sprinkle with the 
cheese. Top with the crushed chips. Bake about another 10 minutes or until the 
cheese is melted. 

HINT-I would use flavored chips. Have lettuce, tomatoes, onions, and salsa 
ready to use as toppings.
