“EASY”    EGG   NOG    POUND   CAKE 

1 yellow cake  mix              1 sm pkg instant vanilla pudding 

3/4c egg nog       3/4c vegetable oil 

4 eggs        1/2t ground nutmeg 

 

Preheat oven to 350 and prepare a bundt pan or angel food pan. Combine cake 

mix, pudding mix, egg nog and oil, beat with mixer until moistened. Add eggs and 

nutmeg, beat about four more minutes. Pour mixture into pan, bake about 40 to 45 

minutes or until tooth pick comes out clean. Cool about 10 minutes, 

remove from pan and cool completely. You can sprinkle with pow-

dered sugar, and serve with a dollop of whipped topping.
