IRISH   PEANUT   BUTTER   POTATO   CANDY 

1/4c mashed potatoes    1 16oz) pkg powdered sugar 

2T milk       1T powdered sugar (reserved) 

1t vanilla      1/3c peanut butter (or more) 

                                            1/4t salt 

Combine potatoes, milk, vanilla and salt in bowl. Stir in powdered 
sugar until a dough consistency is reached. Put in 

fridge for about 1 hour. Dust cutting board with pow-
dered sugar, then roll dough into a large rectangle. 

Spread peanut butter on dough and cover completely. 
(you can put on as much peanut butter as you like) 

Roll dough in to a jelly roll shape, put in fridge for an-
other hour. When thoroughly chilled, slice dough to 

serve, should make about 20 slices.
